This will include liaising with key
stakeholders to collaborate and support wetland project planning and facilitation throughout the region.
Technical support and wetland project design will be available to be utilised in collaboration with other
experts and stakeholders in the region.

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WetlandCare Australia will be focusing on three core federally funded projects within the region.

Healthy Habitats aims to deliver protection for high value environmental assets, through the funding of
individual landholders and community groups, undertaking relevant high priority activities including
rehabilitation/enhancement of coastal and wetland vegetation, rehabilitated stream banks, aquatic weed
control and development of shorebird monitoring programs.

Better Catchments aims to improve catchment health through improving resource condition primarily
through priority subcatchments. The programs main focus is on rehabilitation projects, whilst also
improving on-farm sustainability, implementing strategic subcatchment based pest plant and animal
control programs, as well as coastal and estuarine remediation and water quality monitoring activities.

Reef Rescue is a key element of the Australian Federal Governments Caring for Our Country initiative,
to restore the health of Australia’s environment and build on improved land management practices. Reef
Rescue’s objective is to improve the water quality of the Great Barrier Reef Lagoon through working with
a wide variety of representative bodies. In the Burnett Mary Region, Reef Rescue will see partnerships
formed between the Burnett Mary Regional Group, Bundaberg Sugar Services, Isis and Maryborough
Canegrowers, Growcom, Bundaberg Fruit and Vegetable Growers, Agforce, Queensland Dairyfarmer’s
Organisation, the Mary River Catchment Coordinating Committee and the Burnett Catchment Care
Association.
